Wheelchair users report a better feeling of independence and sense of dignity given that they
can carry out your complete laundry cycle - washing, drying and ironing with no need to go
outside or enlist the help of a friend or relative.

Similarly the apartment dweller without having airing cupboard or with restrictions on washing
lines and balcony drying will make using a attached to the wall clothes airer that can be fixed
in previously unusable space, and being fully retractable could be folded away you should
definitely needed.

The attached to the wall airer may be mounted at any height to suit an individual. The floor
standing airer is already at waist height whilst an on the bath washing line is normally

positioned at chest or head height.
