Kaoru - incorporates kanji for "fragrance" and "flowering", as woodsmoke has a distinct
aromatic quality. While sometimes used for girls, Kaoru is predominantly a male name exuding
refinement.

Kagari - directly translates to "flame" or "blaze", reflecting the fiery meaning most explicitly.
Kagari tends to be applied to boys more often than girls.

Makoto - means "sincerity", "truth" or "reality", associating these qualities with the sincerity
revealed by the light of fire. Makoto is used equally for both sexes.

Kasumi - contains kanji for "mist" or "haze", referencing smoke rising from a fire. Beyond fire
implications, Kasumi simply means "mist" and is used for both genders.
